Course Objectives:
Crafts 4311 is an introductory art class in craft design and techniques. This class 
helps to achieve the Art Department objectives of preparing students for careers in education and in art related businesses. Students from other majors may also enjoy taking the class. This class is designed to examine how man has used arts & crafts as a form
of expression and necessity since the beginning of time. This is a hands‐on approach to

experimenting with many different types of media through a cultural, historical and art historical approach. Students will explore and create art from various cultures and societies. The term craft  describes the family of artistic practices that traditionally are functional products (such as vases, clothing, jewelry, etc.) or by their use of such natural media as wood, clay, glass, textiles, and metal.  The beauty of craft is that it is meant to be used, and to bring joy to the user.  This class is designed to teach you how to create a variety of imaginative, artistic and functional works of art/craft using a variety of media and techniques.  Each technique is based on an ancient art form from various world cultures, which will enter in to our discussion and appreciation of these items, but you will be encouraged to bring your own ideas and personality into your work.  In this age of eco-consciousness, we will also strive in this class to use as many recycled materials as possible (please see list of supplies below).
Course Goals:
· Students will learn the correct vocabulary, tools and techniques to be successful with each unit.

· Students will develop an aesthetic awareness as it pertains to craft through viewing work from many cultures, artists and movements.

· Students will create functional works of art/craft using a wide variety of new and recycled materials.
· Students will identify and use the Elements of Art / Principles of Design as they apply to crafts.
· Students will critique their work and their peers’ work both in process and at the end of each unit.  
Expectations of Student Behavior:

· Students must properly use all tools, materials, and the classroom space.

B-Demonstrates a solid comprehension of the subject matter and always accomplishes all course requirements. Serves as an active participant and listener. Communicates orally and in writing at an acceptable level for the degree program. Work shows intuition and creativity. Example "B" work indicates good quality of performance and is given in recognition for solid work; a "B" should be considered a good grade and awarded to those who submit assignments of quality less than the exemplary work described above.

C-Quality and quantity of work in and out of class is average. Has marginal comprehension, communication skills, or initiative. Requirements of the assignments are addressed at least minimally.

D-Quality and quantity of work is below average. Has minimal comprehension, communication skills, or initiative. Requirements of the assignments are addressed at below acceptable levels.

F-Quality and quantity of work is unacceptable and does not qualify the student to progress to a more advanced level of work.

Class Attendance

The correlation between regular attendance, being on time for class (and not tardy) and successfully meeting course objectives cannot be overstated. Class time is so important in absorbing necessary course content, including announcements usually given at the beginning of class. Students are expected to be present and on time. Course Topics and Outcomes: 
The student will have gained confidence in using a variety of 2d and 3d art materials in an academic classroom setting. 
· Students will learn the correct vocabulary, tools and techniques to be successful with each unit.

· Students will develop an aesthetic awareness as it pertains to craft through viewing work from many cultures, artists and movements.

· Students will create functional works of art/craft using a wide variety of new and recycled materials.
· Students will identify and use the Elements of Art / Principles of Design as they apply to crafts.
· Students will critique their work and their peers’ work both in process and at the end of each unit.  
· The effectiveness of this course will be assessed by individual and class critiques of student work, mid-semester critique of student work, end of semester evaluation of assigned projects.

· Class time is used for presentations, demonstrations. Lab time is used to work on the projects that were begun in class. This is a skills class that may require additional time outside of class to complete the work. Because of individual differences, it is difficult to predict the amount of outside time it may take to complete some of the projects. 
Goals and Requirements: 

1. No project may be turned in that I have not seen you in the process of designing and making.

2. If you miss class it is your responsibility to find out what you missed from

another student and to be prepared for the next class. 

3. Each project is graded on the following:

Creative Design-You must produce works that show evidence of being original and imaginative. In addition, you must produce works that are not copies of someone else’s work. 


Craftsmanship-You need to use the tools with skill. Diligence (constant and careful effort) is part of craftsmanship. Projects take time to complete.


Mastery of the Problem-You must produce the work within the stated guidelines.

Attitude and Work Habits-You display a constant and careful effort. You are on time to class and lab. You clean-up your work area and tools. You do not use your cell phone in any way in class. 


Art majors are held to a higher standard than non-majors.


Cheating in any form will result in an F in the course.
