I. INTRODUCTION:

This course involves a study of the basic drawing skills including realism, abstraction and expressive drawing in pencil, charcoal, chalk pastel, oil sticks, color pencil, watercolor, and collage. Students will learn the critique process: a verbal critique of assigned projects both individually and as a group; these are designed to help students improve their work.
Prerequisite: None

This course will fulfill the humanities requirement at Central Texas College, is a recommended elective in some areas, is a foundation course for all visual arts majors, and serves as a general elective for any student.
This course is related to all visual arts occupations and to any liberal arts study field.

Upon successful completion of this course, Drawing 1, the student will be able to:

· Demonstrate the fundamental mechanical aspects of drawing.

· Explain the meaning of analysis of forms for production of art

· Demonstrate an awareness of and response to visual stimuli both intellectual and emotional.

· Explain the basic relationships of the elements of pictorial art.

· Demonstrate the transfer of theory to practical applications on a personal basis
· Explain the difference between superficial, rote work, and responsive drawings which demonstrate the artist’s involvement with his subject

· Explain the importance of personal selectivity in drawing

VII. NOTES AND ADDITIONAL INSTRUCTIONS FROM COURSE INSTRUCTOR
· Course Withdrawal: It is the student’s responsibility, to officially withdraw from a course if circumstances prevent attendance.
