Course Objectives

· The purpose of Art 2311, Art for Elementary Teachers, is to expose students to basic skills and familiarity with 2-D and 3-D art materials, to develop lesson plans and effective teaching methods for elementary children,K-6.

· This course is required for all students working for teacher certification on the elementary level. 
· Study in this course is based on the Art Generalist guidelines for EC-6 grade established by the Texas Education Agency. Many activities taught in this course stress development of sensor motor activities. Criteria in this syllabus align with appropriate projects that emphasize a particular skill for each Art TEKS K-6 strand: Perception; Creative/Expression Performance; Historical/Cultural Heritage; and Response/Evaluation. 

·  There is no prerequisite. 
· This course is designed to familiarize the student with a variety of art materials and teaching strategies that may be used later within an arts integrated classroom setting.
·  It will give insight to comprehending a visual language in children, by using developmentally appropriate practices, which foster the connections that promote greater understanding of subject matter. 
· There will be the development and implementation of art unit lessons and integrated into larger units of academic required study.
·  It will create an artful approach to teaching and thus influence life-long learning in children.
·  Be advised that both in studio and at home assignments will be expected throughout the course time together.

A-Clearly stands out as excellent performance. Has unusually sharp insights into material and initiates thoughtful questions. Sees many sides of an issue. Example "A" work should be of such nature that it could be put on reserve for all cohort members to review and emulate. The "A" cohort member is, in fact, an example for others to follow.

Communicates orally and in writing at an acceptable level for the degree program. Work shows intuition and creativity. Example "B" work indicates good quality of performance and is given in recognition for solid work; a "B" should be considered a good grade and awarded to those who submit assignments of quality less than the exemplary work described above.

C-Quality and quantity of work in and out of class is average. Has marginal comprehension, communication skills, or initiative. Requirements of the assignments are addressed at least minimally.

D-Quality and quantity of work is below average. Has minimal comprehension, communication skills, or initiative. Requirements of the assignments are addressed at below acceptable levels.

F-Quality and quantity of work is unacceptable and does not qualify the student to progress to a more advanced level of work.

Class Attendance

The correlation between regular attendance, being on time for class (and not tardy) and successfully meeting course objectives cannot be overstated. · Course Topics and Outcomes: 
· The student will have gained confidence in using a variety of 2d and 3d art materials in an academic classroom setting.

· The student will acquire insights on cross-curricular arts integration and will begin to understand the important role the arts play in providing children, with yet another voice for expressing understanding and knowledge.

· The student will have two (2) personally developed unit lesson plans, aligned to a variety of academic standards, with visual examples, by the end of the course which will include comments, criticisms and suggestion from class members. Student-teacher aspirants will find this very useful in their future endeavors.

· Students will learn about art history and art criticism.
· Manipulate a variety of black and white media, with an introduction to color.
· Demonstrate professional presentation skills and craftsmanship 

· Organize the compositional relationship of objects to each other within the picture plane. 

· Research, observe and analyze historical references of master artworks. 

· Strive for the best possible solutions to visual projects.

· Apply appropriate terminology for discussion and objective critique of class work.
This course reinforces and develops the skills of creating 2-D and 3D projects from direct observation and imagination. Students use traditional subject matter to explore a range of artistic materials and techniques which includes the introduction of color, mark-making techniques, and gesture. Compositional and rendering skills are emphasized through various wet and dry media. Students will build on skills learned by further developing a visual language. Greater complexity of subject matter and form and space, while using a variety of black and white and color media will be the focus. Attention to the elements and principles of design will be used to structure the compositions. The critique process is a special time to become objectively involved in your own work. 

Goals and Requirements:
· To become familiar and comfortable with a variety of art materials and strategies to be used in the academic / arts integrated classroom through the creation of lesson plans and implementing them and creating and developing a visual art portfolio with actual artworks and a visual three ring binder with lesson plans and handouts. 

· Class attendance with active participation is a must for this aspect of the program. Unexcused absences and lateness will affect your final grade.  Come prepared to learn and develop lessons and visual examples during class time. TOGETHER, we all achieve more!

· To fully develop two (2) lesson unit plans which integrate the arts across the academic curriculum? One will be targeted to specific 2D art projects such as drawing, painting, printmaking, and collage and due at Midterm. The second lesson plan will be focused on 3D art projects such as crafts, ceramics, and weaving and will be due at Finals. These plans must be turned in as completed, and MUST be in the instructor’s hands by the assigned due date. 

· Visual examples (art work) from these assignments must be turned in within your portfolio. One portfolio at midterm (12 projects, 2d designs in your midterm portfolio) and one portfolio at Finals. (12 projects). Due dates for each assignment will be given during our class time together.

· To present and teach two (2) of these developed unit lessons to the whole group at an assigned date. Exact date of this presentation will be given in class. The emailing of this unit lesson to each class member ahead of the critique presentation time will be expected. The classroom will need to be prepared with the materials laid out. You will be teaching us the lesson. We will be creating the artwork assigned in your lesson. This date will also be given in class. 

· The development of at least four questions/comments reflective from each mailed lesson from each participant(12 students in the class so 12 lesson plan papers in total for midterm and 12 for finals ,each with 4 questions on it regarding each lesson plan) in the class regarding the lesson plan and the implementation of the lesson plan

· Active participation in critiques, lesson development, and class presentations will be evaluated in everyone’s midterm and final grade.
· Readings from handouts and the internet completed when assigned. No Quizzes/tests will be given.

· A portfolio for all artwork produced in this course and a three ring binder with all the lessons taught and hand outs and research will be kept by each student and graded at midterm and at finals.

· Visual Arts Engagement Requirement: A Visual Art Event Participation Paper will be due before the last week of class. The exact date that this paper will be due, will be given in class. This paper is a written reflection of a visual arts exhibit that you are required to physically attend outside of class time. Various locations and directions to these exhibits will be discussed in class, as well as any additional information needed. This assignment may not be completed through museum web sites. Please do not put this visitation and written assignment off to the end of our class together.

· You will need to develop a website titled Arts for Elementary School, 
· Create 2 mock bulletin boards; one for inside the classroom and one for outside the classroom, 
·  you will need to create a Pinterest account with at least 10 pin boards attached by the end of class:

· We will view examples of art education websites, pin boards and bulletin boards to guide you with that assignment. These projects will be a wealth of resources available at your fingertips to enhance your teaching experience.
